Celebrations

May 1 - St. Joseph the Worker. St.
Joseph was a carpenter dedicated to his
family, the Blessed Mother and Jesus,
and obedient to God.

May 13 - Ascension of the Lord. This
solemnity marks Jesus’ triumphant entry
into Heaven. Note: In some dioceses,
observance of Ascension has been moved to
the following Sunday.

May 18 - Pope St. John I (526).
Arian heresy was troubling the Church
and Arians were under attack by
Emperor Justin of Constantinople. The
Arian king asked Pope John I to
advocate for them to Justin, which

made the emperor suspect the pope’s
loyalties.
